AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WALTON, KENTUCKY, ADOPTING ZONING MAP AMENDMENTS AS RECOMMENDED BY THE BOONE COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION AS PART OF ITS 2020 ZONING UPDATE AT ITS MEETING HELD ON NOVEMBER 2, 2022, EXCEPT FOR THE RECOMMENDATION FOR MAP ID 106 (THE CODE PROPERTY ON WALTON-VERONA ROAD) WHICH THE CITY HEREBY OVERRIDES AND DOES RECLASSIFY THE ZONING FOR THE PROPERTY REPRESENTED BY MAP ID 106 FROM I-1 AS INAPPROPRIATE, TO A-2 AS APPROPRIATE.

WHEREAS, the Boone County Planning Commission, its staff and committees have been working on a series of text and map amendments to the Boone County Zoning Regulations and the Boone County Zoning Map as part of the 2020 Zoning Update.  The amendments to the text and map implement Our Boone County - Plan 2040. 

WHEREAS, on September 21, 2022, the Boone County Planning Commission held a public hearing, pursuant to statutory notice, for the purpose of reviewing the proposed amendments and seeking public input;

 
WHEREAS, public and professional input was presented to the Boone County Planning Commission at the public hearing, consisting of oral testimony, a presentation, and exhibits; and the Boone County Planning Commission thereafter referred the matter to its Long Range Planning/Comprehensive Plan Committee, which thereafter considered the evidence presented and discussed the issues;

WHEREAS, the Boone County Planning Commission Long Range Planning/Comprehensive Plan Committee thereafter made its recommendations for a series of text and map amendments to the Boone County Zoning Regulations and the Boone County Zoning Map;
WHEREAS, on November 2, 2022, the Boone County Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the series of text and map amendments to the Boone County Zoning Regulations and the Boone County Zoning Map, and the staff thereafter forwarded the recommendations and subsequent clarifications and revisions for adoption by the City of Walton; and

WHEREAS, the City of Walton does hereby intend to approve and adopt all but one (1) of the zoning map amendments for parcels in the City limits of the City of Walton as recommended by the Commission, except for the recommendation for MAP ID 106 (the Code Property on Walton-Verona Road) which the City intends to OVERRIDE AND  RECLASSIFY the zoning for the property represented by MAP ID 106 from I-1 as inappropriate, to A-2 as appropriate.

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE FOREGOING PREMISES, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF WALTON, KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  The recommendations of the Boone County Planning Commission pertaining to the proposed zoning map amendments for real estate parcels located in the city limits of the City of Walton, except for the proposed map amendment for MAP ID 106 (the William Code Property on Walton-Verona Road, Boone PVA PIDN: 078.00-00-007.00), are hereby adopted and approved.  The City adopts and approves the findings of fact and reasoning for the map amendments; and all exhibits admitted, accepted and made part of the record of the Planning Commission’s proceedings, including the Minutes thereof and the Commission’s Resolution, are incorporated herein by reference and made a part of the record of these proceedings. 

Section 2.  The City does hereby override the Boone County Planning Commission’s recommendation pertaining to the proposed map amendment for MAP ID 106 (the William Code Property on Walton-Verona Road, Boone PVA PIDN: 078.00-00-007.00), and makes the finding of fact that based upon the evidence in the record that the existing zoning classification given to the property, Industrial One (I-1) is inappropriate and that the owner’s proposed zoning classification, Agriculture Two (A-2) is appropriate.  The zoning classification of the Code Property (MAP ID 106) is hereby changed from I-1 to A-2.

Section 3.    The zoning map of the City of Walton shall be amended accordingly.

Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be effective upon its adoption and approval according to law, and publication thereafter.


Section 5.  All ordinances or parts of any ordinances in conflict herewith, to the extent of the conflict, if any, are hereby repealed.
